　　Salt is necessary to life as water. In many areas of Mrica people once drank the urine（尿）of animals because they had no other source of salt. Without salt, human being die.

　　The human body demands that the amount of salt in the blood always stay the same. When the body does not get enough salt, it protect itself by letting less salt leave the body in urine and sweat. But it cannot reduce this output to zero. Some salt is always escaping.
